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What we helped accomplish at the end of the 2011 Legislative Session...

o Secured $400 million in restorations for K-12

o Blocked proposals to outsource and privatize SUNY and CUNY and avoid
differential tuition.

o Restored 40% of the proposed cuts to Community College and SUNY
hospitals. ;

o Secured restorations for Teacher Centers

o Defended seniority rights - LIFO

o Protected the Triborough Amendment to Taylor Law - the right to
collectively bargain

o Upheld arbitration rights masquerading as “mandate relief” - which
would have impacted the decision process and caused an imbalance on
any employee seeking arbitration.

o Pushed back Tier 6 for new members - reduced benefit pension tier: age
65, 6% contribution for duration, ending early retirement, vest after 12
years, chip at retirement income and exclude wages paid above the
governor’s salary.

o Defended Special Education — weaken a child’s due process and reduce
services.

o Blocked destructive cost shifts to school districts for state supported
schools serving children with special needs including schools for the deaf

and blind.
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
